TERMS OF REFERENCE

1. Composition
In accordance with the Bylaws, the Communications & Political Action Committee shall be composed of:

a. One elected staff representative from each branch

b. The President of District 6B

c. The Chairperson, who is elected by the membership of District 6B in accordance with the Constitution and Bylaws.

2. Internal
Sub-Committees of the Communications & Political Action Committee may be formed to conduct such operations as may be required within the purview of the committee.  The sub-committee chairpersons shall be appointed by the Communications & Political Action Chairperson.

3. Operations
a. Federal and Provincial Levels
i. To keep District 6B members informed of positions taken by provincial and federal politicians on educational matters.

ii. To initiative action among District 6B members on matters of concern for quality education

iii. To support actions initiated by the provincial Communications and Political Action Committee of OSSTF

b. Local Level
i. To provide information to members of District 6B regarding positions taken by politicians which affect quality education within District 6B

ii. To engage and mobilize District 6B members in matters of political concern that affect members of OSSTF

iii. To provide timely communication of matters affecting members of District 6B

iv. To provide information regarding District 6B to the general public

v. To assist the District Executive, District Committees, and Branches in communicating matters, initiatives, and information to the membership

c. Ongoing
i. To encourage communication between candidates, political parties and federation members

ii. To promote and advance the cause of OSSTF and District 6B within the Branch and District
